As we approach the new season, there are many questions on how a typical devo day would go...

We start by getting ready the night before training. It is always a good idea to get a good dinner, a good night sleep, drinking lots
of water, and setting your gear aside or simply getting it in the car you are driving to the mountain. It isn't a bad idea to check the
weather in the mountains to see what temperature it might be, and what lenses to wear in your goggles. Don't forget your season
pass either!! On the morning of training please try to be on time, eat a good breakfast, drink water and juice, put on sunscreen,
and dress appropriately. It is very important to be ready to get on the hill at 8:30. If you are going to be late call your coach. The
rest of the group will take a run and meet you at the morning meeting spot, at Copper it is at the base of the American Eagle, oth-
erwise known as Burning Stones. Each morning the coaches will discuss what discipline we will be training that day. If it is sunny,
park, and pipe- Snowboard, gates- Alpine, moguls or pipe and park- Freestyle and Freeride. If it just snowed powder we will
probably go ride the steeper bigger side of the mountain and some trees. Be ready to hike the half pipe- Snowboard, or work on
turns- Alpine. After we take a warm up run, we find a warm spacious place to stretch. We stretch so we don't get injured, and to
get our blood flowing. Stretching time is also when we talk about our day and what we need to work on/ train for. Then it is time to
get serious on the hilll We will take water/bathroom breaks as needed, but we try to get as much hill time as possible. We take an
occasional morning hot chocolate break, and play fun, bonding, balance games throughout the day! Lunch break usually takes
place around either 11 or 1. If you bring your lunch, your coach will find a spot to stash it, either in the public locker room or in a
locker in the morning. It is the athlete’s responsibility to bring money if they would like their lunch in a locker, or would like to buy
hot water, hot chocolate, or a lunch. We try to stay away from the crowds. Coaches will have an idea of the day’s lunch location
and time before drop off. After lunch a couple of mellow runs, and back to riding until 3:00. When we are training it is very impor-
tant to stay with the group, if you get lost we will have a meeting place. The meeting place is determined on the first day of train-
ing. Stay at the meeting place until your coach gets there!! During training, no foul language is permitted, and everyone is a team
player. Your fellow teammates become close friends. Sometime we have to wait in lines with other patrons on the mountain, so
being respectful and patient is learned and required here. Same goes for on the hill. Obey all signs, closures, and the slope
watch/ski patrol. Any inappropriate behavior can result in suspension. Most of all we are out to be safe, have fun, become great
snow sport athletes, and listen to your coach! Parents remember it's usually more beneficial for your athlete to remain with their
team without parent interaction from 8:30 to 3:00.

The coaches and returning athletes, look forward to having a great season of riding, fun, progression, and making new friends.

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Volunteer Service Fee

What is VSF or Volunteer Service Fee?

As a 501(c)3 non-profit we rely heavily on volunteer support for our team. Volunteer service helps keep our costs down
by off setting tuition, therefore directly benefiting each member of the program. The VSF is a ‘work deposit' that en-
ables our club to raise money, run events, give back to the community that supports us, and have fun all at the same time.
Team Summit is able to run successful programs in large part due to our amazing and helpful volunteers!

VSF pointers to help you understand getting credit on this work deposit:

1. Completed logs are logs in which you have earned at least your number of hours and must be turned into the Team Sum-
mit office by June 30, 2010

. Team Summit does not accept partially completed logs for partial credit

. Athletes must be at least 18 to earn VSF credit. For every hour volunteering they earn ¥ a VSF dollar/credit

. Office work from the Team Summit office is currently not available for VSF hours

. If you have questions or are having trouble satisfying VSF hours, you can communicate with the Team Summit office well
before June 30, 2010 to learn about opportunities specific to your needs

. Ski Ball donations that fetch $500 or more in turn gets you % of your VSF credited

. Only Team Summit hosted races and competitions count for VSF hours

This is the best time of year for athletes to order equipment from the manufacturer as their supply can run low as
the end of September approaches. However, if you can’t make this event contact your coach, or myself and we will
work to find out your needs and we can contact the reps personally.

**Freestyle and Snowboard athletes check with program directors coaches or reps directly for guidance.

Before you make this investment, it is always helpful to be armed with some basic knowledge about what you really need. As
coaches we rely on our experience, advice from the equipment manufacturers and we follow the guidelines and the equipment
rules decided upon by the governing body for US skiing and snowboarding -United States Ski Association- also known as
USSA, and the International governing body for skiing Fédération Internationale de Ski - abbreviated in all languages as FIS.

Hopefully this information along with help from your coaches and the manufacturer reps will make the whole experience as
easy as possible.

Below is a ski and boot recommendation chart for Devo, Age Class and J3 athletes. J3 athletes and older should talk di-
rectly with their coach. The chart is pretty self explanatory. Note: this is not an exact science and there will always be excep-
tions to these guidelines. Here are a couple of additional rules of thumb to help answer any general questions you may also
have.

Boots: It is important to error on the softer side of the spectrum. The athlete must be able to bend their boot at the ankle.
FY1-Coaches and/or a good boot fitter can adjust boots by cutting the shell and removing rear bolts if it looks like an
athlete has a boot that is too stiff for their experience and size.

Skis: It takes years to master this sport and it is important to build a solid foundation from which to learn from year after
year. Simply put, for the developing athlete it is important that their equipment help them and not hinder them in the
learning process. Too often an athlete chooses skis that are too long and stiff for their ability. In most cases it is better
to error on the short side of the spectrum when looking at skis. In my opinion, it is better to choose equipment that you
plan to eventually be able to ski beyond than equipment that you plan to eventually ski up to.

You don’t have to buy brand new skis. There are many great deals (in quality and price) that can be found at ski swaps
and annual sales. Again, go armed with this sizing chart and/or your coach’s recommendations.

Poles: All companies make great poles. It is important to choose the right length though. In general athletes should go for
a 90degree angle, at the elbow, when holding their poles. Take the pole place the grip on the ground and grab right
below the basket to see if they are the right length and angle at the elbow.

In general, especially at the Devo level, all companies make good skis and boots. We tell our older athletes that ultimately
it comes down to individual choice and experimenting to find what works best for you. We also advise that equipment

is only part of the equation
